The Srebrenica Tape

“The worst thing is not knowing what’s happened to a loved one.” Alisa is eight
years old when the Bosnian War begins and she’s separated from her parents.
She’s over 40 when she retraces the footsteps of her father, Sejfo, who recorded
messages on videotape for her from an increasingly isolated Srebrenica so that
she wouldn’t forget him. This unique document was made in 1995, shortly before
more than 8,000 Muslim men and boys were murdered in the Bosnian village and
surrounding area. Unlike Alisa’s mother, who managed to escape to the forests,
there's been no trace of Sejfo ever since. But his video is a powerful declaration
of love - for his daughter, and life itself.
